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If you received unemployment benefits or extended unemployment benefits in 2008, you will receive a form 1099G to use when filing your taxes.

· You will receive this form whether or not you had taxes taken out of your weekly benefits.  If you received any UI benefits in 2008 you must report this money as earnings.
· If your benefits were overpaid and you paid them back in 2008, you can submit copies of the payment record provided by the Division. If your overpayment has not been paid back, you are responsible to claim this money. Credit for payment(s) can be claimed only in the year in which repayment was made.

· The Division of Labor and Employment (Colorado Unemployment) will begin mailing these forms out approximately January 15, 2009.  
[image: image2.wmf]    If you have moved since filing your claim, you should update your address with Unemployment no later than January 14, 2009.  You can avoid the lengthy hold times involved with calling customer service and  change your address this way:  


- Email through the www.coloradoworkforce.com website.  Click on “UI Benefits” under the state emblem the Text Only field.  Then go to the 1099G Address Change Information section and hit the “click here” button.  


- Fax through 303.318.9011.


- Whether emailing or faxing you must include all of the following information:  Your name, full social security number, former address, new address, current telephone number, date of birth & the name of one of the employers on your claim. Note: The change of address cannot be completed without this information.
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Requests for duplicate copies of 1099G forms will take 2-3 weeks to process and send.
· You can request 1099G forms for years other than 2008 via fax & email as well.  Processing time is also 2-3 weeks.
· If you receive TRA, TAA, or ATAA payments, you will receive separate 1099G’s for each program. Note: These lines do not respond to general UI claim questions for customer service.
